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The [Symplicity HTN-3] trial however was subject to a number of flaws which 

must be taken into consideration in interpreting the final results.

Moreover a substantial body of evidence from nonrandomised smaller trials 

does suggest that renal denervation may have an important role in the

management of hypertension and other disease states characterised by 

overactivation of the sympathetic nervous system.

The Joint UK Societies does not recommend the use of renal denervation for 

treatment of resistant hypertension in routine clinical practice but remains 

committed to supporting research activity in this field.
